Cheryl Adams reports that Main Street received a state grant that enabled their organization to have two murals placed in downtown Glasgow.  One will be placed on the Alexander Capital firm’s wall and another on Nikki Gouge’s facility.  These need to be done by September 2, 2022.  Ms. Adams also reported that she will be filling out a report for Main Street and needs to know improvements made to local businesses.  The report is due July 15, 2022.
Scott Morris will be attending a meeting in Atlanta, Georgia on charitable donations. Pin Point Massage Therapy building on Second Street will be finished soon and Meghan Haskamp is the Massage Therapist.
Sauced Boutique is getting painted.  Cyle Fehling reported that Sauced Boutique is sponsoring the Howard County Queen contest.  She also stated that Exchange Bank in Fayette, Missouri is opening a branch in Hallsville, Missouri.
Andrew Frazier, City Administrator has two interested businesses who may be coming to Glasgow.  One is a medical marijuana dispensary and the other one is a butcher shop.  He recently attended the Missouri Leadership meeting in St. Louis and went to a trade center at Lambert Airport.  They are investigating the possibility of doing imports and exports.  He thanked Chamber for monetarily supporting him so he could attend this meeting.
J.Y. Miller reported for Lions Club and he stated that they usually do a fireworks display for July fourth but do to prohibitive costs for fireworks their organization will not be doing this event. They will continue to focus funds on local charities.
Kim Reckner reported that Karbelle Mansion is being painted and will be finishing the second floor soon.  
Courtney Neville reported for Commercial Trust Company and an increase in interest rates will be coming but to date they have not been informed about costs etc.
Aaron Fuemmeler reported that they purchased a facility to rent out as an Airbnb and it is 800 square feet.  He hopes to have it available by next year.
